Students wishing to participate in the program 
must verify good school attendance and 
punctuality, and immunizations, as well as 
present a health clearance form and two 
letters of recommendation by a person who is 
qualified to verify academic ability.

Lunch and uniform scrubs will be provided to 
each applicant.
